2. Chapel Down Brut Tenterden - England 30.00 

 Pale lemon in colour, the nose is slightly floral with some citrus. A well structured 125ml Gls  5.90 
 wine with hawthorn and yeasty flavours and a hint of blackcurrant leaves. 
  
3. Chapel Down Rosé Tenterden - England 34.00 

 A classic grape variety in a modern style. The colour of lightly smoked salmon 125ml Gls 6.75  

 (an ideal partner). The wine is young, fresh and clean which isn’t as perverse as it sounds.

 Soft, rich, creamy Chardonnay, 175ml Gls 4.00 

 beautifully balanced by light, fresh acidity. 250ml Gls 5.50 

15. De Neuville Sauvignon Blanc Vin de Pays Valle De Loire - France 16.20 

 An outstanding example of Vin de Pays Sauvignon with 175ml Gls 4.00 

 great vibrancy and charm.

 Rich aromas of melon, peach and apricots, the palate is smooth with

 Enticing fruit flavours jump out of the glass in this delightfully fragrant Viognier from Argentina. 

21. Chapel Down Bacchus Tenterden - England 27.00 

 Lime, apple and nettles on the nose. A racy, upfront wine. 

22. Anapai River Sauvignon Blanc Marlborough - New Zealand 20.50 

 A vibrant, citrusy wine with an aroma of fresh gooseberries and packed with tropical fruit flavours. 

23. Chablis Domaine Jean Durup Jean Durup - Burgundy - France 34.80 

 Classic Chablis - unadulterated Chardonnay. Steely dry and crisp with long lasting flavours. A great wine. 

24. Sancerre ‘La Crele’ Domaine Thomas Loire - France 35.80 

 Rich Sauvignon bouquet and crisp gooseberry fruit on the palate. Well made wine with vibrant fruit characteristics. 

25. Menetou Salon Guy Saget Loire - France 29.00 

 To the west of its famous neighbour Sancerre. Similar zingy Sauvignon style, but not as pricey. 

26. Pinot Blanc Dopff & Irion Alsace - France 22.00

27. Santa Serena Merlot Central Valley - Chile 13.20 

 Light, plummy notes on the nose and ripe berry fruit with soft tannins 175ml Gls 3.60 

 on the palate make for a very smooth and balanced wine. 250ml Gls 4.70 

28. De Neuville Cabernet Sauvignon Vin de Pays Vignobles de France - France 16.20 

 A rich bouquet of concentrated blackcurrant fruit leads on 175ml Gls 4.00 

 to a palate of balanced ripe fruit flavours, vibrant and long. 250ml Gls 5.50 

29. De Neuville Merlot Vin de Pays Vignobles de France - France 16.20 

 A delicious Merlot from the South of France showing 175ml Gls 4.00 

 rich brambly fruit and soft, velvety flavours. 250ml Gls 5.50 

30. Indomita Carmenère Maipo Valley - Chile 17.80 

 Wild fruits, truffles and violets on the nose combined with a  

 spiced and herby character. Gentle and fleshy on the palate. 

31. Firefly Shiraz Australia 15.80 

 Black plums and sweet berry fruit balanced with 175ml Gls 4.00 

 spicy liquorice flavours and integrated vanillin oak. 250ml Gls 5.40 

32. Rigal  Cahors – France 19.80 

 A modern version of the traditional black wines of Cahors. Packed with ripe fruits and a hint of cedar. 

33. L.A. Cetto Petite Sirah Mexico 23.00 

 Intense, spicy, baked fruit flavours with some vanilla oakiness and a smooth, velvety finish. 

34. Côtes du Rhône-Villages Ropiteau Rhône – France 19.80 

 Spicy deeply coloured. A very densely structured Rhône with layers of warm fruit, rich and fulfilling. 

35. Chianti, Conti Serristori  DOCG Machiavelli Estate - Tuscany - Italy 22.00 

 Ruby-red with hints of summer fruits and violets. Dry, balanced  

 flavour with a pleasantly lingering, distinctive black cherry aftertaste. 

36. Palesa Pinotage (A Fair Trade Wine) South Africa 17.90 

 Delicate dark berry and banana flavours with well-integrated oak. Vanilla palate with a smooth long aftertaste. 

37. Château la Croix Bonnelle St. Emilion - Bordeaux - France 32.00 

 A well-defined bouquet of dense ripe fruit leads to an elegant palate of soft, Merlot flavours, delicate and long. 

38. Château Bellevue Chollet Bordeaux - France 19.30 

 A long, cool fermentation creates a wine of lovely fruit complexity and structure. 

39. Montebuena Rioja Joven Rioja Alavesa - Spain 17.90 

 Fragrant nose with ripe berries and tomato leaf hints. Fruit driven with supple tannins.

40. Rioja Vina Alcorta Reserva Spain 26.00 

 Soft, firm, fruit flavours mixed with intense vanilla and spicy flavours that deliver an elegant, smooth style. 

41. Rioja Campo Viejo Gran Reserva Spain 34.00 

 Aromas of vanilla and cinnamon combine with intense and spicy fruit, to deliver a rich and powerful wine. 

42. Anapai River Pinot Noir Marlborough - New Zealand 26.00 

 A complex nose of cherries and cloves, with a touch of mint. Soft tannins and light oak to balance the rich fruit. 

43. Chateau de Bel-Air Lalande de Pomerol - Bordeaux - France 39.00 

 From the best Pomerol satellite appellation. Merlot dominates this rich, textured wine which is matured in oak barrels. 

44. Brouilly - Beaujolais – France 26.70 

 A wonderful, rich, elegant bouquet, especially powerful and stylish. 

45. Château Lamothe Haut Medoc - Bordeaux - France 29.80 

 A delightful Château, with good structure and well balanced oaked fruit flavours, this shows classic Médoc style. 

46. Bourgogne Hautes Côtes de Beaune ‘La Perrière’ Burgundy - France 31.50 

 Rich, fragrant fruit on the nose and delicious elegant Pinot fruit on the palate. Full of vitality and from a great vintage.  

47. Château Haut Bages Monpelou Pauillac - Bordeaux - France 55.00 

 A wonderfully flamboyant wild fruit nose gives way to a full, rich mouthful of elegant, ripe flavours. Classically made. 

48. Chambolle Musigny Ropiteau Ropiteau - Burgundy - France 65.00 

 Rich, intense red fruit aromas develop into voluptuous refined Pinot Noir flavours. 

49. Calissano Barolo DOCG Piemonte - Italy 38.70 

 Deep garnet red. Intense bouquet and rich in fruit with hints of vanilla and cloves. Full 

 bodied with firm and velvety tannins and a lingering aftertaste of liquorice and ripe, red fruits.
